C. Woodington in 1931 and purchased the funeral business and furniture
store from her in 1934. They ran the business selling furniture, paint, glass
and radios until 1950 at which time they discontinued the furniture store and
purchased the Tom Hughes home. They remodeled the home into the present
funeral home which they ran until the early 1970s when they retired. She was
born June 27, 1912, in Watseka, the daughter of Jack W. and Dovie Spurgen
Starkey. Her husband, Floyd R. Houk, whom she married Nov. 14, 1931, in
Piper City, died April 2, 2001. She enjoyed her grandchildren and gardening.
