Robert C. “Bob” Erickson, 71, of Kankakee (Limestone “Beautiful” Oak Dale
Acres) went peacefully to Heaven Tuesday (Jan. 15, 2013) at Riverside

Bob was born May 28, 1941, in Chicago, the son of Cecil C. and Doris M.
(Patterson) Erickson. He graduated from Kankakee High School in 1959 and
Dana College in Blair, Neb., in 1963, where he met and married his wife, the
former Cecilia A. “CeCi” Stice, of Omaha, Neb. At Dana College, he was an
All-Conference basketball player. After graduation, he was employed at the
Chicago Roseland YMCA as Youth Director. After moving back to Kankakee,
Bob played in many basketball leagues, AAU Basketball (many pre-Bulls
games at the former Chicago Stadium), and a local favorite at the Kankakee
YMCA. He was employed by the State of Illinois Department of Public Aid as
a casework supervisor, where he retired in 2000. He served on the Board of
Directors of the Kankakee County Community Services and was a member of
Grace Baptist Church for the last 43 years.
