He
was a messenger during World War Il. He was a member of the VFW in
Watseka. He built his own motorcycle while in the Philippines and taught
others how to ride. Mr. Livermore enjoyed working on cars and motorcycles.
He met his wife at a rollerskating rink. He also liked being outside, especially



mowing grass. He loved Volkswagens. Surviving are his wife, the former
Dorothy L. Hamilton, of Beaverville, whom he married Dec. 12, 1942; five
sons and four daughters-in-law, Robert L. Jr. and Sally Livermore, of
Frederick, Okla., Richard Charles Livermore, of Colon, Michigan, Gary R. and
Susan Livermore, of New Lenox, Steven M. and Colleen Livermore, of
Minnetrista, Minn., and Eugene K. and Kris Livermore, of Blythewood, S.C.;
two daughters, Sandra L. Doll, of Munster, Ind., and Pat A. Johnson, of
Beaverville; one daughter-in-law, Sue Livermore, of Lone Wolf, Okla.; 29
grandchildren, and one on the way; many great-grandchildren and two great-
great-grandchildren; one sister, Liz Diaz, of Melbourne, Fla.; and one sister-in-
law, Virginia Livermore, of Homewood.
