 Tom married Maureen O’Connor on September 30, 1961 at St. James
Catholic Church in Irwin. 

 Tom was a retired certified public accountant and owner of Larimer &
O’Connor of Bradley. His firm prepared over five thousand tax returns per
year. Tom was also a former Internal Revenue Agent for the U.S. Treasury
Department. He was also a licensed real estate broker, insurance broker, and
stockbroker. He was licensed to practice by the IRS. 
Tom was a graduate of St. Patrick High School in Kankakee and St. Joseph
College in Rensselaer, IN. 
Tom was a member of the American Institute of CPA’s, National and Illinois
Society of CPA’s, and Independent Accounts Association of Illinois. He had
been the financial advisor for St. Martin of Tours Parish Council. Tom was also
a member of the Hundred Club, The Knights of Columbus, and the Kankakee
Country Club. 
He loved watching his grandchildren’s athletic events and other activities and
traveling with his family. He also liked meeting with his coffee group friends.
Tom also enjoyed watching the stock market.
